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 Depending on a participant’s 
physical limitation, a traveling       
companion or aide is 
needed on the vehicle. 

  Clients using a wheelchair 
must have an escort to     
maneuver the client and 
wheelchair on and off the 
vehicle. 

 Staff will secure the client prop-
erly once they are in place on the 
vehicle. 

 North Brunswick Transportation 
is a CURB to CURB service. 

 Assistance will be provided when 
a passenger is getting on and off 
the vehicle. 

 Seatbelts must be worn at all 
times. 

 Assistance is provided to a      
passenger using a mobility device 
(i.e. walkers) when getting on 
and off the vehicle. 

 Drivers cannot lift passengers 
from their mobility devices. 

 The pick up point and            
destination must be wheelchair         
accessible.
